Accordingly, this Instruction places particular
emphasis on the issues of initial training,
qualification,  recurrent  training, and
continuous professional development of flight
dispatchers, as well as requirements for
organizations conducting such training.

This document is intended for use by air
operators, training managers and instructors,
flight dispatchers, and CAA inspectors
responsible for oversight of flight dispatch
operations.

Typically, a flight dispatcher is assigned to
manage flight operations and to ensure close
coordination between aircraft in flight and
ground services, as well as between the flight
crew and the operator's ground personnel.

b) Furthermore, Chapter 10 of ICAO
Annex 6 — Operation of Aircraft, Part | —
International Commercial Air Transport —
Aeroplanes, sets forth  Standards and
Recommended Practices (SARPs) for operators
concerning flight dispatchers.

c) The effective implementation of
regulations related to the safety and regularity of
aircraft operations, as well as the achievement of
regulatory objectives, largely depends on all
stakeholders’ awareness of existing risks and a
thorough understanding of the applicable rules.
This can only be accomplished through properly
planned and consistently executed measures.

d) Initial and recurrent training programs
for all personnel involved in aircraft operations.
Flight dispatchers play a critical role in ensuring
the safe operation of aircraft, and international
regulations require them to receive appropriate
training.

2.1 The flight dispatcher monitors and
exercises operational control over flights,
and shall:

a) assist the pilot-in-command (PIC) in
flight preparation and provide all necessary
and relevant information;

b) assist the PIC in preparing the
operational flight plan and the ATS flight
plan, sign the ATS flight plan when
required, and submit it to the appropriate
ATS unit;

c) provide the PIC during flight, using
appropriate means of communication, with
any information necessary for the safe
conduct of the flight;

d) monitor the progress of the
operator’s aircraft in flight using available
resources.

2.2 In the event of an emergency, the flight
dispatcher shall:

a) initiate and follow the procedures
specified in the Operations Manual, while
avoiding any actions that may conflict with
Air Traffic Services (ATS) procedures;

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3.1 No person may perform the duties
of a flight dispatcher unless they hold a
valid certificate issued by the Civil Aviation
Authority of the Kyrgyz Republic (CAA),
or, in the case of a contracted foreign
operator providing dispatch services for
aircraft registered in the Kyrgyz Republic
abroad, a letter of authorization issued by
the CAA, or a valid CAA-issued
CPL/ATPL.
