One of ICAQ’s strategic objectives is to minimize
the adverse environmental impact of civil aviation
activities worldwide.

One of the most important aspects of aircraft
operation is compliance with environmental
requirements, particularly noise standards
established by national and international aviation
organizations. The noise generated by aircraft has
a significant impact on the environment,
especially in areas surrounding airports. To
minimize this impact, strict standards have been
introduced that regulate permissible noise levels
and require aircraft to comply with these norms.

Noise certification in aviation is the process of
confirming that the design of an aircraft complies
with established international and national noise
standards on the ground, carried out before the
start of regular operation of a new or modified
aircraft. The results of these tests are formalized
in the Aircraft Noise Certificate, which confirms
compliance of the aircraft type design with the
standards and serves as the basis for issuing the
Aircraft Noise Certificate.

Obijectives of noise certification:

- To confirm that the aircraft complies with
airworthiness requirements in terms of noise on
the ground.

- To ensure safety and the reduction of noise
impact on the environment during aircraft
operation.

The Aircraft Noise Certificate is an official
document confirming that an aircraft meets the
established requirements. Its availability is
mandatory for obtaining authorization to operate
the aircraft in the airspace of most states. The
procedures for recognition and issuance of this

The Procedure establishes the rules for issuance,
retention, and termination of the Aircraft Noise
Certificate.

1. These Procedures apply to subsonic
passenger and transport airplanes with a
required runway length of more than 610 meters,
which have been designed, manufactured, and
type-certified for noise in the State of design and
manufacture of the aircraft.
Annex 16 to the Convention on International
Civil Aviation defines the measurement of noise
levels generated by aircraft on the ground:

—  During flyover in climb configuration;

— Laterally to the runway;

—  On approach for landing.
2. These Procedures are mandatory for all legal
entities and individuals owning aircraft
registered in the Civil Aircraft Register of the
Kyrgyz Republic.

3. For the purposes of these Procedures, the
following terms and definitions apply:

- Aircraft — any machine that derives support
in the atmosphere from the reactions of the air
other than reactions of the air against the earth’s
surface or water surface.

— Civil aircraft — an aircraft used in civil
aviation and holding an appropriate type
certificate (certificate of airworthiness).

- Applicant — a natural or legal person
submitting an application for the issuance of an
Aircraft Noise Certificate.

- State of Design — the State having
jurisdiction over the organization responsible
for the type design.

- Aircraft type — all aircraft of the same basic
design, including all modifications thereto,

- Operator — a person, organization, or
enterprise engaged in the operation of aircraft or
offering services in this field.

4. These Procedures do not apply to civil
aircraft for which no noise type certificate has
been issued.

5. Aircraft registered in the Civil Aircraft
Register of the Kyrgyz Republic shall hold an
Aircraft Noise Certificate in the format SCAA-
AIR-FRM-45 of the Aviation Rules of the
Kyrgyz Republic-16 “Environmental
Protection.”

The Aircraft Noise Certificate is a document
recognizing the aircraft’s noise type certificate.

6. The issuance of Aircraft Noise Certificates is
carried out by the Civil Aviation Agency under
the Cabinet of Ministers of the Kyrgyz Republic.

7. All documents submitted in accordance with
these Procedures shall be retained at the Civil
Aviation Agency under the Cabinet of Ministers
of the Kyrgyz Republic together with the set of
documents on the state registration of civil
aircraft. Upon deregistration of an aircraft from
the Civil Aircraft Register of the Kyrgyz
Republic, such documents shall be destroyed in
accordance with Section 3 “Organization of
Selection and Disposal of Documents for
Storage and Destruction” of the List of Standard
Administrative Documents Generated in the
Activities of Institutions, Organizations, and
Enterprises, with indication of retention periods,
approved by the Resolution of the Government
of the Kyrgyz Republic dated 3 March 2020, No.
120.

8.  Responsibility for the accuracy of
documents submitted for the issuance of an
Aircraft Noise Certificate lies with the applicant.

15. In the case of loss or damage of the Aircraft
Noise Certificate, operation of the aircraft shall be
suspended until a duplicate Aircraft Noise
Certificate is obtained.
16. A duplicate Aircraft Noise Certificate shall be
issued by the Civil Aviation Agency under the
Cabinet of Ministers of the Kyrgyz Republic upon
submission by the applicant of the following
documents:

— A free-form application for the issuance of a
duplicate Aircraft Noise Certificate;

- An official investigation report on the fact of
loss or damage of the Aircraft Noise Certificate;

— The documents specified in paragraph 10 of
these Procedures.
17. The issuance of a duplicate Aircraft Noise
Certificate shall be completed within 14 calendar
days from the date of registration of the submitted
application together with the relevant documents
specified in paragraph 16 of these Procedures.

20. The State Civil Aviation Agency under the
Cabinet of Ministers of the Kyrgyz Republic
shall keep records of aircraft noise certificates
issued in the Civil Aircraft Register, which has
a relevant section.

21. The aircraft noise certificate issued to the
operator shall be in the flight documentation (in
the original) of the aircraft that was issued.

22. All aircraft Noise Certificates shall have a
registration number, which shall be assigned to
the aircraft during aircraft registration.

23. A duplicate of an aircraft Noise Certificate
issued to replace a lost or unusable one shall be
registered on a general basis.

24. A copy of the issued Aircraft Noise
Certificate shall be kept at the State Civil
Aviation Agency under the Cabinet of Ministers
of the Kyrgyz Republic.

25.  If the aircraft is removed from the Civil
Aircraft Register of the Kyrgyz Republic, the
original Noise Certificate shall be transferred to
the State Civil Aviation Agency under the
Cabinet of Ministers of the Kyrgyz Republic.
