1. The conclusion of contracts for the
maintenance of aircraft is the primary form of
establishing obligations, principles of relations,
and responsibilities of enterprises (contracting
parties) arising from the transfer of all or part of
the functions of ensuring the technical operation
of aircraft from one enterprise (the Customer) to
another enterprise (the Contractor,
Subcontractor).

2. The conclusion of contracts shall be used by
enterprises when formalizing their relations, as a
rule, in cases involving the repeated performance
of homogeneous works (services) over a certain
period of time, or in cases of one-time
performance of a complex of works of significant
complexity and labor intensity.

3. The contracting parties may include both the
direct consumers and producers of works and
services for aircraft maintenance, as well as
intermediary enterprises, which themselves do
not provide for the execution of certain elements
from the complex of works and services required
by the operator (for example, airport enterprises
providing aircraft arrival and departure services).

4. The ultimate (direct) consumer of works and
services for aircraft maintenance is considered to
be the aircraft operator.

5. The direct producer of works and services for
aircraft maintenance, which are the subject of the
contract, shall be maintenance organizations
approved/recognized by the Civil Aviation
Authority of the Kyrgyz Republic.

6. Direct producers of works and services for
aircraft maintenance (maintenance organizations)
must have duly issued Certificates or licenses to
perform the works and services that are the
subject of the contract.

aviation entities (airlines, airports, independent
maintenance organizations, etc.) that have
contractual obligations with the aircraft operator
and have the right to transfer the performance of
part of their contractual obligations (related to
maintenance) to another enterprise (maintenance
organization) on the basis of an additional
contract.

Such a situation, in particular, takes place when
concluding contracts for the servicing of aircraft
arrivals and departures between the operator and
an airport that does not have a maintenance
organization within its structure.

8. Enterprises considered as intermediaries
between the contracting parties in the provision of
aircraft maintenance services must perform works
in accordance with the requirements of the aircraft
operator, while the scope of works (services) must
be included in the contract.

9. The necessity of concluding contracts for
works and services for aircraft maintenance is due
to the absence at the Customer’s enterprise (the
end consumer or the intermediary providing such
works and services) of the technical,
organizational, and other conditions for the
independent performance of the relevant types
and volumes of works, or for reasons of economic
expediency.

State of the Operator - The state in which the
operator's principal place of business is located or,
if the operator does not have such a place of
business, the operator's permanent residence.

Airworthiness Directive - A regulatory
document that identifies aircraft components
whose condition is unsafe or in which such a
condition may occur or develop in other
components of the same type. It prescribes
mandatory corrective actions or conditions or
restrictions under which further operation of the
specified products is permitted. An Airworthiness
Directive is the most general form of presenting
mandatory  information on  maintaining
airworthiness referred to in Annex 8.

Modification - A change in the design of an
aircraft type, engine, or propeller.

Note: A modification may also include the
implementation of a modification that is a
maintenance task required by a maintenance
certificate.

An aviation equipment  maintenance
organization is a production structure that
performs maintenance on aviation equipment.
Aviation equipment maintenance organizations
also include legal entities that perform
maintenance and routine (restorative) repairs of
individual aviation equipment components and
aircraft functional systems.

Maintenance program - A document containing
a description of specific planned maintenance
work and the frequency of its performance, as
well as related procedures, such as reliability
programs, necessary to ensure the safe operation
of the aircraft to which it relates.

Maintenance  organization’s  procedures
manual — A document approved by the head of
the maintenance organization containing detailed
information on the structure of the maintenance
organization and the responsibilities of its
management, the scope of work performed, the
production base, maintenance procedures, and
quality assurance or inspection systems

Operator's maintenance control manual - A
document containing a description of the
operator's procedures that ensure the timely and
satisfactory performance of all scheduled and
unscheduled maintenance work on the aircraft of
that operator.

Maintenance - Work performed on an aircraft,
engine, propeller, or related part that is necessary
to maintain the airworthiness of the aircraft,
engine, propeller, or related part, including
inspection and repair work, checks, replacements,
and defect rectification, performed either
separately or in combination, as well as the
practical implementation of modifications or
repairs.

Operator - A person, organization, or enterprise
engaged in the operation of aircraft or offering its
services in this field.

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1.1. Contracts for the performance of works and
services related to AC maintenance must
comply with a number of general requirements
and restrictions, which are monitored by the
Civil Aviation Authority (CAA) during the
preliminary examination of contracts and the
issuance of authorization for their subsequent
execution.

A maintenance contract, during the preliminary
examination, is reviewed within 14 working
days jointly with the legal department specialists
of the Civil Aviation Authority.

1.2. Such requirements include the following:

1. The primary responsibility for the
airworthiness of the aircraft must remain with
the aircraft operator, regardless of the terms of
the contract (agreement).

2. The Contractor (service provider) must
possess valid (approved) maintenance and repair
documentation for the AC type that is the subject
of the contract (taking into account
modifications and other specific features of the
given AE items).

3. The Maintenance Organization directly

performing works under the contract must hold
the necessary Certificates, approved/recognized
by the CAA of the Kyrgyz Republic, confirming
compliance with the established requirements
for the performance of works in accordance with
the applicable maintenance and repair
documentation.
Note: It is not required for the Maintenance
Organization to hold separate Certificates
(licenses) for works carried out in accordance
with standard procedures and technologies
(e.g., filter cleaning, decoding of onboard
objective control device records, etc.), provided
such types of work are not new for this
Maintenance Organization.

1.3. If the contract provides for the performance
of works by the Contractor according to the
documentation adopted by the AC operator, then
the Contractor must have the necessary means,
equipment, trained personnel, information
support, and other resources, confirmed by the
corresponding Certificate or license (including
their Amendments).
1.4. It is not permitted to carry out periodic
maintenance  work based on  different
maintenance and repair documentation (M&R).
Responsibility for compliance with this
requirement rests with the aircraft operator.
1.5. The contract must specify the structural
elements, aircraft systems, and removable aircraft
components that are distinctive for a given aircraft
type or its standard modifications. These
distinctions must be reflected in the operator’s
(Customer’s) M&R documentation or in the
M&R documentation of the Maintenance
Organization (Contractor).

2.1. In accordance with the nature of the works
performed under the contract for aircraft
maintenance and repair, contracts are classified
into four main categories:

-~ Category A — for the full scope of works
on AC maintenance with the management of their
utilization,  keeping of the  necessary
documentation, and performance of other works
and services to ensure technical operation and
repair of AC (including creation of a joint pool of
spare aircraft engines and components,
preparation of AC for repair, transfer to an
aircraft repair plant, and acceptance after repair,
etc.). (Appendix 1);

- Category B —for all forms of periodic AC
maintenance or part thereof (labor-intensive
forms) in accordance with the agreed schedules
of AC withdrawal for maintenance or under
separate orders. (Appendix 2);

- Category C — for repair and restoration
works and/or extension of AC service life.
(Appendix 3);

- Category D — only for line (operational)
AC maintenance during engineering and aviation
support of flights, both for transit AC (servicing
at transit and turnaround airports) and for AC
owned by the Customer, which is based at the
same aerodrome as the Contractor (if no Category
A contract has been concluded between them).
(Appendix 4).

Contracts of different categories have specific
features reflected in the text of the contracts and
their appendices.

2.2. Category A contracts.

A Category A contract is a comprehensive
contract for ensuring the full range of AC
technical operation works provided for by the
applicable regulatory and technical
documentation.

methods, rules, and standards. For the purpose of
fully implementing the maintenance program
(including lists and periodicity of works, their
execution technology, reliability control, and
other elements), the removable equipment of the
AC owned by the Operator is considered as part
of the corresponding pools of the Contractor.

Changes introduced into the contents of the M&R
documentation (including the periodicity of
works) when transferring an AC for servicing to
the Contractor under a Category A contract do not
require additional approval from the CAA. At the
same time, when switching to a maintenance
program with extended intervals, it must be
ensured that the AC of the Customer does not
exceed the time limits for works established by its
previously adopted maintenance program for all
systems, structural elements, and components.
The Operator is obliged to inform the CAA about
such changes in the AC M&R documentation and
the measures taken to ensure the transition to
extended maintenance intervals.

2.3. Category B contracts.

- The subject of Category B contracts is the
performance of labor-intensive AC maintenance
works:

- periodic forms of scheduled maintenance
in their full scope, or part of the periodic
maintenance forms (with long intervals).

- The contract is concluded between the AC
operator (air carrier), acting as the Customer
under the contract, and the Maintenance
Organization, acting as the Contractor. When
concluding a Category B contract, the operator
submits to the CAA information on justified
changes to the M&R documentation (including
changes in maintenance intervals), with the
Contractor’s experience serving as a sufficient
basis for such changes.

- The technical operation of each individual
AC (when the scope of works is distributed
among several Maintenance Organizations) must
be carried out on the basis of unified M&R
documentation.

- In all cases, when implementing Category
B contracts, in order to ensure reliability control
of the aircraft techniques (AT), the AC operator
must use its own AC maintenance program.

2.4. Category C contracts.

- The subject of Category C contracts is the
performance of repair and restoration works,
service life extension, modification of AC, and
similar tasks.

- The contract is concluded between the AC
operator (air carrier), acting as the Customer
under the contract, and the Maintenance
Organization, acting as the Contractor.

- A Category C contract may take two
forms:

- a general contract (agreement) for the
performance of such works during a specified
period on a certain fleet of the operator’s AC; or

- a one-time contract for the performance of
such works on a specific item of aircraft
equipment.

- In the first case, the general conditions of
the contract (agreement) correspond to those of
Category A or B contracts (depending on the
complexity level of the provided works and
services). At the same time, under the general
contract, supplementary agreements may be
concluded to specify conditions for works on a
specific AT item, executed immediately before
the AC enters maintenance or after the
completion of the initial stage of works (technical
condition  analysis, preliminary  defect
identification, etc.).

on a specific AT item, with all conditions
reflected in the contract, including the need for
production preparation.

- The use of Category C contracts provides

for the application of the Contractor’s
(Maintenance Organization’s) technical
specifications and procedures, taking into

account:

- differences between AC of the same type
by series and modifications;

- the interrelation of the planned works with
the applicable M&R documentation for the given
AE item in terms of scope, intervals, and methods
of periodic maintenance;

- the actual technical condition of the AC
and removable equipment, including data
obtained during operation in the course of
condition monitoring and scheduled works.

2.5. Category D contracts.

The subject of a Category D contract is the
performance of line (operational) maintenance of
AC during flight operations, typically at airports
that serve as transit or turnaround (final) points for
the given air carrier.

Category D contracts may be concluded:

- by the AC operator (air carrier) directly
with the Maintenance Organization or with an
enterprise (airport) that has agreements with AC
operators (air carriers) for the provision of
comprehensive flight support services;

By a Maintenance Organization based at the given
airport. In the latter case, a Category D contract is
concluded for the full scope of line maintenance
works associated with flight support, without
differentiation by individual AC operators (air
carriers).

Standard Category D contracts provide for the
performance on AC of the mandatory scope of
tasks under line maintenance forms carried out
during flight operations. If necessary, the
contracts may include the performance of

(in case of specific needs).

A Category D contract must necessarily define
the general rules and obligations of the parties:

- regarding the organization of works, including
the establishment of the sequence of flight
preparations under special conditions (in case
of operational disruptions);

- regarding the elimination of aircraft
techniques (AT) failures and malfunctions,
including the need for the provisioning and
maintenance of a pool of spare parts and
components, laboratory testing of removable
AT items, etc.

For these and other cases, which may be regarded
as force majeure circumstances, the contract must
also specify the special procedures for submission
and settlement of Customer claims concerning the
Contractor’s fulfillment  of  contractual
obligations.

2.6. Additional agreements under contracts of
all categories.

Under contracts of all categories, Contractors may
enter into supplementary agreements with third
parties in cases where the full scope of works
under the main contract cannot be performed by
their own resources due to technical limitations or
economic inefficiency. In such cases, the
fundamental possibility of subcontracting part of
the works to another Contractor must be agreed
with the AC operator (air carrier), and this must
be explicitly reflected in the relevant clause of the
general contract.

Such supplementary agreements, depending on
their nature, may be classified under one of the
categories discussed above, or regarded as
contracts for general works and services. In the
latter case, the contracts must include the
