Certification of an aviation personnel
training program - is confirmation of the
compliance of a training program (course)
with the established requirements for its
structure, content and volume.

The program (course) for training aviation
personnel, if it meets the established
requirements, is subject to approval, which is
carried out by the CAA of KR.

Professional training. Professional training
aims to provide students with the skills
necessary to perform a specific job or group of
jobs.

Theoretical training is a stage in the process
of professional training of aviation personnel,
aimed at the acquisition of specialized
knowledge by the trainee, its maintenance and
improvement in accordance with established
requirements.

Simulator training is a stage in the process of

3.3.6. Based on the certification results, the
working group fills out the “Assessment Sheet
for Compliance with Requirements for ATOs”
and draws up a Certificate of Compliance of
the Declared Data of the ATOs.

The conclusion and the Act shall be signed by
members of the working group of the State
Administration of the Kyrgyz Republic.

The originals of the “Compliance checklist for
ATOs” and the Act are kept at the CAA of the
Kyrgyz Republic.

3.3.7. The decision on the issuance of a
certificate of conformity, including the list of
training courses of the ATO, shall be taken
within two weeks from the date of the
conclusion, or within a longer period if
required for the completion of all necessary
procedures.

3.4.2. In a letter (application) with a request to
conduct approval (recognition) procedures for
a foreign educational institution and/or training
center, it is recommended to indicate:

- name of the educational institution and/or
training center;

- The content and activities for conducting
periodic types of training for aviation
personnel comply with the Aviation
Rules adopted in the Kyrgyz Republic.

3.4.4. Within the timeframe agreed with the
applicant, a certification commission is sent to
the ATO to check the ATO and/or the training
center for compliance with the regulatory and
legal acts of the Kyrgyz Republic. By decision
of the certification commission, the inspection
of a foreign ATO and/or training center can be
carried out remotely.

3.4.5. Based on the certification results, the
commission  draws up a Report on the
Compliance of the Declared Data of the ATO
and/or the Training Center.

The conclusion and the Act shall be signed by
members of the commission of the State
Administration of the Kyrgyz Republic.

The originals of the relevant documents on the
evaluation of an aviation training organization
and/or a full flight simulator, as well as the

Act, shall be kept by the CAA of the Kyrgyz
Republic.

3.4.6. The decision on the issuance of a
certificate of approval, including the list of
training courses of the ATO, shall be taken
within two weeks from the date of the
conclusion, or within a longer period if
required for the completion of all necessary
procedures.

— The Civil Aviation Authority carries out
checks of the grades and written tests/exams.
3.5.5.1 The service provider/ATO examination
center (EC) may be delegated the performance
of the following functions:

1) Development of examination questions in
accordance with the established requirements
of the Civil Aviation Authority;

Continuous improvement of the examination
questions offered by approved training
organizations is reflected in quality assurance.
However, as a general principle, examination
questions should be reviewed periodically, at
least every three years, to ensure that they are
up-to-date and in line with current legislation,
technology, terminology, operational
procedures, etc.

3.5.5.4 Development, revision and updating of
examination questions

Questions are developed by a relevant expert
with experience in teaching and testing. The
new question must be peer reviewed and
changes made based on the consultations. A
third expert must then answer the question
under “"exam" conditions and provide
additional feedback.

Sometimes questions are developed by a
committee, but care must be taken when using
this method to avoid the "groupthink™ effect,
whereby a group, in seeking consensus, may
make decisions that do not take into account a
realistic assessment of alternative courses of
action (for example, introducing questions
about new technologies or new procedures).

Each new question or group of new questions
will be reviewed, revised and approved before
it becomes part of the questions for use.

3. Complaints of applicants.

Each complaint from the applicant regarding
the issues will be reviewed by the head of the
CAA of KR/EC, and based on the initial
assessment, a decision will be made on the
need to review the relevant issues.

4. Frequently encountered incorrect answers.

Incorrect questions or answers identified
during the examinations are subject to review
by the Civil Aviation Authority.

3.5.5.5 Oral examinations

Oral examinations require an experienced
examiner with in-depth knowledge of the
subject matter to conduct the individual
candidate examination and be competent;
processes including statistical analysis must be
in place to ensure consistency and objectivity.
Most often, the oral theory examination is an
integral part of the practical test.

There are many types of theory test question,
including descriptive questions, short answer
questions, diagram questions, calculation
questions, yes-no questions and multiple
choice questions. The choice of a particular
type for a particular test will depend on a
number of factors, particularly the need to
assess the candidate's ability to express
themselves concisely and coherently in
writing, and more than one type of question
may be included in a test. Multiple choice
questions are widely used for the purposes of
standardization, obtaining accurate answers
and facilitating marking.

Examination tickets are developed on the basis
of control questions and should provide an
opportunity to evaluate a specialist in the entire
discipline as a whole (it is not recommended to
include controversial points of view in the
test).

The ticket, as a rule, includes at least three
questions from different sections (modules) of
the discipline. If the discipline has a practical
focus, then one of the questions should be
formulated to identify the skills of solving a
problem, making calculations.

Questions are selected and formulated in such
a way that:

- if possible, cover all the material included in
the exam;

- the content of the comprehensive answer
could be brief in content;

- practical questions (tasks) should organically
complement and expand the theoretical
questions and should primarily be of a
comprehensive nature.

The wording of the questions on the ticket
must match the wording of the approved list of
questions included in the exam.

When formulating questions, special attention
is paid to:

- their language should be concise, clear and at
the same time meaningful;

- questions should be simple, short and clear,
excluding various interpretations;

- it 1s not possible to allow vague, unclear
formulations; questions must be formulated
precisely, specifically and definitely (rather
narrowly);

- the question must imply the possibility of a
clear answer;

- it is advisable not to create questions that

3.5.12 Exam Management System
3.5.12.1 Computerized Examination System

1) The  computer  examination  system
developed and managed by the EC is used to
conduct examinations on knowledge of AP.

2) The list of questions will be administered
and maintained by the EC and will bear overall
responsibility for the technical content of the
questions.  Safe storage of questions,
updating/maintenance of the list of questions
and compilation of question sheets are
considered the sole responsibility of the EC.

3.5.12.3 Exam Result Sheets

A candidate can view his/her own results after
completing the test in the computer based
examination system. An examination result
sheet is provided to each candidate after
completing all subjects. A candidate can apply
for a result sheet after completing all subjects
or a result sheet containing the subjects he/she
has completed.

3.5.12.4 Safety of examination equipment and
documents

1) Master copies of all examination documents
are kept in a locked cabinet under the
protection of the EC. Question lists,
Attendance sheets, Result tables, Special
requests should be treated as "Confidential
documents”.

2) The examination center and server room are
closed to outside personnel with strict access
control.

3.5.13 Appeals

1) A candidate can only appeal the conduct of
the examinations, not the technical content, so
it is important to follow the guidelines
contained within this procedure.

3.6.1 ATOs providing training and retraining
of aviation personnel shall develop a
programme that includes all the necessary
elements to comply with regulatory
requirements. The programme shall contain
technical plans, objectives, course content,
training methods and forms, as well as
requirements for instructor qualifications.

3.6.2 The developed program is submitted to
the CAA of KR for approval. After reviewing
and agreeing on all changes, it is approved by
the civil aviation authority. If the application is
received, the educational institution receives an
official decision on the implementation of the
program.

Simulator training is a stage in the process of
professional training of flight, engineering,
technical and other aviation personnel, aimed
at acquiring, maintaining and improving
practical skills and abilities with the help of
various types of training devices (aviation
simulators).

Flight training is a stage in the process of
professional training of aircraft crew members,
aimed at developing practical skills and
abilities for performing a flight in real
conditions.

Retraining is a stage in the process of
professional training of aviation personnel,
aimed at mastering new types of aircraft and
other aviation equipment (aviation work).

Advanced training is a stage in the process of
professional training of aviation personnel,
aimed at updating and deepening knowledge
and skills aimed at improving professional and
methodological skills.

6.3.1 The certification procedures for the ATO
are carried out by the working group of the
CAA of KR for the certification of the ATO,
appointed by head of the CAA of KR.

Methodology.

Note: The commission may include aviation
specialists (experts) from foreign countries in
types of professional training of aviation
personnel, as well as representatives of
interested ministries, departments and civil
aviation organizations of the Kyrgyz Republic.

6.3.2. The applicant provides the working
group of the CAA of KR for certification of
aviation personnel with the necessary amount
of information on the declared types of training
of aviation personnel.

6.3.3. The process of certification of an
educational institution includes four stages:

In this case, by decision of the
Civil Aviation Authority, certification work
may be suspended until the ATO eliminates the
identified deficiencies that prevent the issuance
of the Certificate.

The appendix to the Certificate, which
constitutes an integral part thereof, shall
specify the approved types of training and the
areas of activity of the respective training
organization.

The Certificate of Conformity issued by the
SAA is valid indefinitely and remains in force
provided that the ATO complies with the
requirements established by the regulatory
legal acts in the field of civil aviation.

In cases where training conducted by a foreign
ATO is recognized, the period of recognition
shall not exceed the validity period of the
document issued by the competent authority of
the respective foreign state.

(application) requesting approval from a
foreign ATO or the Applicant's organization.

Note: The commission may include aviation
specialists (experts) in types of professional
training of aviation personnel, representatives
of interested ministries, departments and civil
aviation organizations of the Kyrgyz Republic.

6.7.7. In order to make a decision on the
suspension or cancellation of the Certificate of
Compliance, the CAA of KR has the right to
conduct an unscheduled inspection of the
activities of the educational institution.

6.7.8. The decision to suspend or cancel the
Certificate is made taking into account the
number, nature and frequency of violations
identified. Before making the relevant
decision, the CAA of KR has the right to warn
the educational institution about the need to
eliminate the identified violations within a
certain period and to demand a report on the
work performed in accordance with this
warning.

6.7.9. The decision to suspend or cancel the
Certificate of Compliance is made by the Civil
Aviation Authority for Certification on the
basis of the Report on the inspection of the
educational institution’s activities (scheduled
or unscheduled) and a corresponding order is
issued by the authorized certification body.

6.7.10. The authorized certification body,
within 5 working days from the date of signing
the order to limit (suspend, cancel) the validity
of the Certificate of Compliance, sends a copy
of the order to the ATO and its founder.

achieved a score of less than 70 percent, the
competent civil aviation authority of that State
shall provide documented evidence of
recognition of the ATO issued by the competent
civil aviation authority of another State.

The competent civil aviation authority of the
other State whose recognition is being relied
upon shall, based on the results of its most recent
ICAO audit in the aforementioned area, have
achieved a score of no less than 70 percent.

If necessary, the inspector of the CAA of KR may
request the Civil Aviation Authority of the
country of the ATO to provide a report on the
last audit/supervision.

In the event of non-acceptance, the CAA of the
Kyrgyz Republic shall initiate the procedure for
the dispatch of an inspector of the CAA of KR.

4) Formation of the Commission — Upon a
positive decision by the Director of the CAA of
KR, the composition of the commission for
conducting the remote audit of the training
centre shall be approved. The commission may
include inspectors of the CAA of KR and, where
necessary, independent aviation industry experts
from the Kyrgyz Republic and other States.

3.2 Defining the structure of the question
Since the test format is regulated, the structure
of the question must include the following
elements:

a) Question text - A clearly formulated
statement or question that reflects the essence
of the topic being tested.

b) Four answer options.

c) Each option (usually labeled A, B, C, D)
should be short and unambiguous.

d) Indication of the correct answer.
e) For internal documentation and test
verification, it is necessary to record which of
the options is correct (when developing a test,
this should be known to the author).

4. Development of the question text

4.1 Formulation rules

a) Clarity and Specificity - Use simple,
professional language without ambiguity. The
question should accurately reflect the purpose
of the test.

b) Unambiguity - Eliminate unnecessary
details that may distract the test taker from the
main idea of the question.

c) Logical structure - The question should
logically link the problem statement with the
required answer.

Procedure for checking test assignments

for aviation personnel

1. Scope

The procedure is used to check and update test
questions used to assess the professional
competencies of aviation personnel (pilots,
navigators, technical personnel, etc.) within the
framework of the knowledge control system of
the CAA of KR.

2. Basic principles

a) Comprehensiveness and relevance. Tests
must reflect modern regulatory requirements,
technical and operational features.

b) Objectivity and  transparency.  Test
assignments are checked to eliminate
ambiguity and ensure fairness of assessment.

c) Confidentiality. All information related to
the content of test tasks must remain within the
competent authorities.

3. Stages of the procedure
3.1 Initiation of the commission on direction

1) Determining the direction of the test.
For each area (for example, testing the
knowledge of pilots, navigators, service and
technical personnel), the CAA of KR initiates
the creation of a specialized commission.

2) Formation of the commission.

a) The commission is created on the basis of
internal regulatory documents of the CAA of
KR.

b) The commission includes experts in the
relevant area, representatives of the CAA of
KR and, if necessary, invited specialists from
the State Administration organization.

3.3.1 It is desirable that training programs be based on a qualification training system.

3.3.2 Competency-based training programmes are based on a training needs analysis to
determine the competence required to perform a job, activity or task. They employ an integrated
approach in which acquisition of the fundamental knowledge required to perform a task is
supported by subsequent practical training in performing the task so that the trainee acquires the
competence and the underlying knowledge, skills and attitudes in an integrated manner. At the
end of the training course, trainees are required to demonstrate that they have acquired the
competence required to perform the task and meet the performance criteria defined for the job.

3.3.3 Therefore, in structural terms, the training course is a single document built around
benchmarks and divided into modules containing the learning objective and information similar
to that specified in paragraph 3.2.1, but relating to both the theoretical knowledge and the
practical training provided by the module.
