This instruction establishes the requirements
for the operator, aircraft equipment, personnel
training and qualification, and simulator
training. It serves as guidance material for civil
aviation authority (CAA) inspectors when
authorizing operators to conduct instrument
approaches (Type B) under ICAO Category II
and III (CAT II, III), as well as for the
monitoring and oversight of their activities.

This instruction is intended for use by aircraft
operators, inspection personnel, and other
stakeholders involved in the civil aviation
sector of the Kyrgyz Republic.

Due to the very low visibility associated with
CAT II / CAT I operations, Civil Aviation
Authorities (CAAs) strictly regulate all aspects
of such operations in order to maintain the
overall level of flight safety.

In particular, four main elements are subject to
strict regulation:

1) Aircraft

2) Aerodrome

3) Operator

4) Flight crew

An operator applying for approval to conduct
CAT II or CAT III operations must strictly
comply with the established regulatory
framework in order to obtain operational
authorization from the CAA.

This Instruction should be regarded both as a
reference for understanding the applicable
requirements and as guidance for the operator
in obtaining operational authorization.

It establishes the
procedure for authorizing Operators to perform
such operations, as well as the procedures for
oversight and supervision of their activities.

Additionally, it
regulates mandatory requirements for
documentation, amendment registration, and the
maintenance of up-to-date documents related to
the conduct of such operations.

(b) The duties of flight crew members during
take-off, approach, flare, roll-out and missed
approach are to be clearly delineated in the
operations manual. Particular emphasis should be
placed on flight crew responsibilities when
transitioning from non-visual conditions to visual
conditions, and on procedures to be used in
deteriorating visibility or when failures occur.
Special attention should be paid to the
distribution of flight deck duties to ensure that the
workload of the pilot making the decision to land
or to execute a missed approach is such that it
enables the pilot to concentrate on oversight and
decision-making.

1. Flight crews need to be trained and
qualified in aspects of all-weather operations
appropriate  to the intended instrument
operations. This process is divided into two parts:

a) ground instruction in the background
and philosophy of all-weather operations
including a description of the characteristics,

The purpose is not to repeat the statistical
verification already performed during equipment
certification. Instead, it must be demonstrated
that all elements of the “total system” for LVO
function effectively in combination for the
specific operator.

(¢) Approaches

The objective of the operational
demonstration is to determine or confirm the
suitability and effectiveness of the applied flight
guidance and control systems, crew training,
crew procedures, maintenance program, and
manuals applicable to the CAT II/IIl program
under approval.

(d) For each aircraft type equipped with
CAT II/III systems, not less than 30 approaches
and landings shall be accomplished when the
requested Decision Height (DH) is 50 ft or
higher. If the DH is below 50 ft, not less than 100
approaches and landings shall be accomplished,
unless otherwise approved by the authority.

(e) If the operator operates different
variants of the same aircraft type that use the
same basic flight guidance and display systems,
or different basic systems on the same aircraft
type, the operator shall demonstrate that the
variants perform satisfactorily. In such cases, a
full operational demonstration is not required for
each variant. The authority may also permit a
reduction in the number of approaches and
landings, taking into account experience gained
by another operator with the same type or variant
and procedures.

(f) If the number of unsuccessful
approaches exceeds 5% of the total (e.g.,
unsatisfactory landings, system
disengagements), the evaluation program shall
be extended in increments of not less than 10
approaches and landings until the overall failure
rate is reduced to 5% or less.

Data collection for the safety assessment
shall be based on approaches with a DH below
200 ft. For the assessment, the operator shall
collect data from approaches representative of
the expected operational conditions. Seasonal
variations such as prevailing weather, planned
destinations, and bases shall be taken into
account, and approaches shall be spread over a
sufficient period to ensure representativeness.

To ensure representativeness,
approaches should be conducted at different
aerodromes and runways. If more than 30% of
approaches are conducted on the same runway,
the operator shall increase the number of
required approaches and take measures to avoid
data distortion.

The number of approaches used for data
collection will depend on the operator’s
performance criteria and analytical methods.
The operator shall demonstrate that the operation
for which approval is sought will achieve an
acceptable level of safety.

The following values may be considered
as minimum requirements for an operator
without prior experience in low visibility
approaches:

For approval of operations with DH not
less than 50 ft — 30 approaches and landings;

For approval of operations with DH
below 50 ft — 100 approaches and landings.

Approaches for Data Collection
Approaches for data collection may be carried
out during line operations or during other flights
where the operator’s procedures are applied.
Approaches may also be conducted in a Flight
Simulation Training Device (FSTD), provided
the operator ensures representativeness for
operations.

Data collected shall only be considered
representative if all required elements of the
“total system” for LVO are present. These
include not only operational procedures and on-
board equipment, but also aerodrome
procedures, Air Traffic Control (ATC) services,
and ground-based or space-based navigation
aids. Where data are collected without all
elements being present, the analysis shall at least
consider:

ATS factors, including cases where an
aircraft on an instrument approach is vectored
too close to the FAF for satisfactory capture of
lateral and vertical profiles, lack of ILS sensitive
area protection, or ATC requests to break off the
approach;

misleading navigation signals, such as
ILS localizer disturbances caused by taxiing or
overflying aircraft;
