This Instruction establishes the requirements
for the management system, organizational
structure, and operational arrangements of
civil aviation operators of the Kyrgyz
Republic. It defines the responsibilities,
processes, resources, and control
mechanisms necessary to ensure an adequate
level of safety, regulatory compliance, and
the effective conduct of the operator’s
activities.

This Instruction is developed on the basis of
the Standards and Recommended Practices
(SARPs) of the International Civil Aviation

Operator - A legal entity holding an Air
Operator Certificate (AOC) and conducting
commercial air transport or specialised aviation
operations. The operator bears full responsibility
for organisation, management, control, safety,
and compliance of its activities with SCAA,
ICAO and EASA requirements.

Operator Management System

A set of organisational structures, policies,
processes, procedures and resources aimed at
ensuring safe, reliable and compliant flight
operations and related operational activities.

Safety Management System (SMS)

A structured and integrated management system
for maintaining and improving the safety level
through hazard identification, risk management,
safety assurance and continuous improvement.

Compliance Monitoring System

A functional system ensuring continuous
verification of the operator’s compliance with

Flight Watch / Flight Monitoring
Operational functions performed by FOO/FD
involving:

e monitoring the progress of the flight,

e analysing deviations from planned

parameters,

o fuel monitoring,

e MET/NOTAM review,

e communication with flight crew.

FOO/FD (Flight Operations Officer / Flight
Dispatcher) - A trained and qualified person
performing operational control functions, flight
planning, flight monitoring, interaction with
flight crew and ATS units, in accordance with
OM-D and applicable aviation regulations.
Operational Flight Plan (OFP)
A document containing route data, fuel
calculations, aircraft performance information,
meteorological data, NOTAMs, alternate
aerodromes, and operational decisions. It must be
approved by the pilot-in-command.

Mass & Balance / Weight & Balance (W&B)
The set of calculations and procedures related to
aircraft mass, centre of gravity, loading
distribution and compliance with operational
limitations prior to each flight.

Minimum)
Airspace with reduced vertical separation

requiring special procedures, altimetry accuracy,
and mandatory cross-checks of altitude
instruments.

NAT HLA / MNPS

North Atlantic High-Level Airspace / Minimum
Navigation  Performance  Specifications—
airspace requiring enhanced navigation accuracy
and specific flight planning and operational
procedures.

Non-Conformity

27.2. General Requirements

The operator shall ensure that all applicable
aeroplanes are equipped with robust and automatic
means capable of:

- accurately determining the location of the
end-of-flight point,

- following an accident in which the aeroplane
has been severely damaged

- 1in order to support search and rescue
activities, accident investigation and timely
response actions.

27.3. Functional Capabilities of the System

The installed equipment shall provide:

- automatic transmission of position data upon
activation triggered by end-of-flight criteria;
