commercial operation, for the purpose of
obtaining an Air Operator Certificate and/or
operational approvals. It demonstrates the
operator’s capability to conduct the proposed
operations in accordance with previously
inspected and approved procedures, regulations,
and documentation systems, under real conditions
and in real time, ensuring full safety and
compliance with the civil aviation legislation of
the Kyrgyz Republic.

The applicant/operator for an Air Operator
Certificate and/or operational specifications must
clearly understand that a demonstration flight is
regarded as the final “dress rehearsal” before
commencing the proposed operations and is not a
test flight intended to identify technical
discrepancies associated with aircraft entry-into-
service or the initiation of proposed operations. If
the applicant/operator fails to successfully
demonstrate its ability to conduct the
demonstration flight procedures and meet the
established requirements, the flight shall be
repeated within the specified timeframe after
corrective actions have been taken, in accordance
with the requirements of the Air Operator
Certificate Issuance Manual of the Kyrgyz
Republic and the Instruction on the Procedures for
the Certification and Oversight of Air Transport
Operators of the Kyrgyz Republic regarding the
issuance of operations specifications.

Additionally, demonstration flights may be
required by the State Civil Aviation Agency
(hereinafter — SCAA) as part of oversight
activities in accordance with the Manual on

— Ground handling organizations, air
navigation service providers, and other aviation
entities involved in the preparation and conduct of
demonstration flights.

The implementation of this Instruction aims
to ensure the safe conduct of demonstration
flights by the applicant/operator in order to
confirm the effectiveness of approved procedures
within the operator’s overall operational
environment, as well as to ensure compliance
with flight safety requirements and the aviation
legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic.

Additionally, the
conduct of demonstration flights may be required
as part of this phase.

Demonstration flights are typically the final
part of the certification evaluation process
conducted by the SCAA prior to the initial
issuance of the Air Operator Certificate (AOC), as
well as in other cases outlined in this Instruction.

SCAA requirements for the demonstration
flight vary depending on the size and complexity
of the applicant/operator’s operation and the type
of aircraft used. For a wide-body jet aircraft, the
evaluation is conducted by a multifunctional
certification team, whereas for a multi-engine
charter aircraft, a reduced team of two SCAA
inspectors at least. In either case, the certification
team must include, at a minimum, one flight
operations inspector and one airworthiness
inspector. Regardless of the composition of the
team, the objective of the demonstration remains
the same.

Within the framework of oversight
activities conducted pursuant to this Instruction,
control checklists shall be applied, which form an
integral part of the Instruction on Procedures for
Certification and Supervision of the Activities of
AO of the KR in the Part Related to Route and
Ramp Inspections of Aircraft Operators.

During the evaluation phase of an
application for an AOC, SCAA inspectors may
find that individual elements of the assessment are
compliant with legislative requirements but may
have doubts about the interaction between the
various operational departments of the applicant.
This doubt should be resolved by preventing the
applicant/operator from committing significant
financial and human resources for organizing and
conducting the demonstration flight.

If members of the SCAA certification
team (inspectors) collectively judge that the
applicant/operator is objectively unable to
successfully complete the demonstration flight or
if the flight would lead to safety deficiencies,
SCAA inspectors must decide whether the
applicant/operator is ready to proceed to the
demonstration flight phase or whether their
operational capability must first be demonstrated
before attempting the flight. If one more
demonstration flight is required due to
unsatisfactory results of the initial demonstration
flight, the applicant/operator will be notified in
writing by the SCAA.

The demonstration flight check is a
ground exercise that gives the applicant/operator
the opportunity to analyze the concerns or

The format of the demonstration flight shall
be determined at the discretion of the CAA. At
this stage, effective coordination between the
members of the SCAA Commission (inspectors)
and the applicant/operator is of particular
importance.

The demonstration flight shall be
conducted in accordance with the approved
procedures and methods contained in the
applicant’s/operator’s Flight Operations Manual
(FOM). Therefore, all outstanding issues related
to the FOM must be properly resolved and
approved by the CAA prior to the commencement
of the demonstration flight.

A joint meeting of SCAA certification
team members (inspectors) with the designated
personnel of the applicant/operator will also take
place before the flight. The purpose of this
meeting is to ensure that the applicant's/operator’s
staff is fully aware of the process that the
inspection team will put in place and the
objectives to be achieved during the
demonstration flight.

The SCAA certification team members
(inspectors) will allow the flight to proceed
normally, without active intervention by the
inspectors. The crew will not be diverted from the

established flight plan.

Nevertheless, SCAA certification team
members  (inspectors) may  request a
demonstration of specific procedures and

methods, such as a particular type of departure
(e.g., SID, VFR, low-visibility takeoff, or
departure from a specific runway with special
conditions), approach or instrument landing.
They may also ask flight and cabin crew members
questions to confirm their knowledge and
understanding of the applicant/operator’s
approved procedures and methods. In addition,
crew members are expected to demonstrate
satisfactory knowledge of the use of onboard
aircraft equipment, as well as familiarity with the
facilities of the airports used — including
taxiways, parking stands, and refueling
conditions and capabilities. Compliance with
ATC requirements will also be monitored and
evaluated by the SCAA certification team
members (inspectors).

If cabin crew members are employed by
the applicant/operator, additional members of the
CAA inspection team may be required to observe
and assess activities related to operational control,

As part of the evaluation of the operational
readiness of the applicant/operator, the Civil
Aviation Authority (CAA) shall introduce
scenarios or simulated exercises, primarily
conducted in the aircraft cabin, reflecting typical
situations that flight crew members may
encounter during operations.

In addition, knowledge checks related to
selected abnormal or emergency situations shall
be conducted in order to assess the ability of cabin
crew members to take appropriate actions, their
knowledge of coordination and interaction with
the flight crew, as well as other actions and
procedures specified in the approved Cabin Crew
Manual and the Operations Manual (OM) of the
applicant/operator.

None of the scenarios shall affect the
planned route or the established flight procedures.

Members of the CAA assessment
commission (inspectors) shall prepare realistic
and practicable scenarios simulating non-standard
situations that may arise during flight operations,
including, but not limited to:

—Assistance to passengers with disabilities
or reduced mobility;

—Management of agitated or disruptive
passengers during flight;

—Cabin fire;

—Cabin crew knowledge of the location and
principles of operation of emergency and survival
equipment;

—Actions in the event of sudden turbulence.

It is essential that all scenarios are pre-
planned, realistic, and feasible, and that the entire
crew is informed in advance of the training nature
of the demonstration.

Safety shall be the overriding priority. If a
crew member determines that a scenario poses a
risk to flight safety, the simulation shall be
suspended or modified accordingly. Likewise, if

any passenger experiences anxiety or discomfort
as a result of the scenario, the training or
simulated exercise shall be immediately
terminated.

The pilot-in-command of the aircraft
conducting the demonstration flight shall retain
full authority to take any decision deemed
necessary to ensure flight safety and the proper
conduct of the flight. Members of the CAA
assessment commission (inspectors) shall ensure
that this principle has been discussed,
acknowledged, and understood by the crew
during the pre-flight briefing.

Each scenario shall be initiated by members
of the CAA assessment commission (inspectors)
with the phrase: “This is a training
scenario/simulated exercise” or wording of
equivalent meaning. Upon completion of the
scenario, the  announcement  “Training
scenario/simulated exercise completed” shall be
made. Any communications related to the
scenario transmitted via communication systems
shall be clearly identified as part of a training
simulation.

After the completion of the demonstration
flight, the SCAA inspection team conducts a
debriefing to discuss their observations and
assessments in order to decide whether an
additional demonstration flight is required, and to
evaluate the corrective actions taken by the
applicant/operator during the flight. The SCAA
must ensure that the corrective measures
proposed and  implemented by  the
applicant/operator have been completed and that
the results are acceptable for proceeding to the
next phase of certification.

The CAA inspectors will decide on the
result of the demonstration flight and on the
applicant’s/operator's skills from one of the
following points:

1. Another demonstration flight is
necessary,
2. The nonconformities noted can be

resolved without the need for another
demonstration flight;

3. The result of the demonstration
flight is satisfactory.

Note 1: SCAA certification team members
(inspectors) discover deficiencies in operations
compared to the procedures defined in the
applicant’s/operator’s operational manuals (OM
and its relevant parts) or deviations from

regulatory requirements.

If the SCAA certification team members
(inspectors) find that the deficiencies are such
that they cannot be satisfactorily resolved on the
ground by the operator, the demonstration flight
will be considered unsatisfactory and another
demonstration flight will be required.

If the CAA inspectors find that ground
exercises will be sufficient to remedy the
deficiencies noted, there will be no request for an
additional demonstration flight. On the other
hand, acceptance of the demonstration flight will
only be given to the AOC applicant after receipt
and accepting the corrective actions requested.

Note 3: The demonstration flight meets the
requirements requested from the operator by the
SCAA and no other demonstration flight will be
necessary.

During the demonstration flight, findings
may be identified that must be corrected prior to
the issuance of the certification document,
confirmation of compliance, or fulfillment of
other purposes for which the demonstration flight
is conducted. Based on their observations,
members of the SCAA inspection team determine
the significance and complexity of the
demonstration flight results and inform the
applicant/operator of the decision made, as well
as schedule a meeting to discuss the outcome of
the demonstration flight and ways to address the
identified findings.

The SCAA may recommend that the
applicant/operator take one or more of the
following measures:

a) conduct a further analysis of the
certification process and all relevant instructional
materials;

b) thoroughly review the applicable
national aviation legislation;

c) Revise the proposed list of key
management personnel (post holders’ positions),
as an excessive number of managers may lead to
