Aircraft — any flying machine that is
supported in the atmosphere from the
reactions of the air, other than the reactions
of the air against the earth’s surface or water
surface.

Aircraft requiring a second pilot — a type
of aircraft for which operation requires a
second pilot, as specified in the type
certificate or the operator’s certificate.

Single-pilot certified aircraft — an aircraft
type which, by decision of the State of
Registry taken during certification, may be
safely operated by a single pilot.

Helicopter — a heavier-than-air aircraft
supported in flight mainly by the reactions
of the air on one or more power-driven
rotors on substantially vertical axes.

Multi-crew cooperation (MCC) - the
functioning of the flight crew as a team of
cooperating members under the leadership
of the pilot-in-command.

Co-pilot (Second Pilot) — a licensed pilot
serving in any piloting capacity other than
as pilot-in-command; except a pilot on
board an aircraft solely for the purpose of
flight training.

Renewal (e.g., of a rating or licence) — an

Class of aeroplanes — classification of
single-pilot aeroplanes not requiring a type
rating.

Pilot-in-command (PIC) — the pilot
designated by the operator, or in the case of
general aviation, by the owner, as being in
command and charged with the safe
conduct of a flight.

Pilot-in-command under supervision
(PIC/US) —a co-pilot performing, under the
supervision of the pilot-in-command, the
duties and functions of a pilot-in-command,
including a trainee PIC, performing such
functions under the supervision of a
qualified instructor pilot or a designated
pilot-in-command.

Commercial air transport operation — an
aircraft operation involving the transport of
passengers, cargo, or mail for remuneration
or hire.

Route flight — a flight between a point of
departure and a point of arrival following a
prescribed route using standard aviation
procedures.

IFR en-route flight — the portion of an IFR
flight commencing after the completion of
the IFR departure procedure and ending
when the IFR approach procedure is
initiated.

Performance-based navigation (PBN) —
area navigation based on performance
requirements for aircraft operating along
ATS routes, in terminal areas, or on
instrument approach procedures. Such
routes and procedures consist of waypoints
expressed in WGS-84 coordinates, allowing
flexible point-to-point operations.

Trainer (FNPT) — a training device
representing a flight deck, including
equipment and computer programs required
to simulate flights of a specific type or class
of aircraft, such that the systems operate in
a manner equivalent to the real aircraft.

Assessment  of competence - a
demonstration of skill, knowledge, and
abilities for the initial issue, revalidation, or
renewal of an instructor or examiner
certificate.

Single-pilot aircraft — an aircraft certified
for operation by one pilot only.

Instrument flight — control of an aircraft in
which the pilot does not use outside visual
references, either in training or in actual
instrument meteorological conditions.

Flight time; helicopter — the total time
from the moment the rotor blades start
turning until the moment the helicopter
comes to a complete stop and the rotor
blades cease turning.

Flight time; aeroplanes — the total time
from the moment an aeroplane first moves
for the purpose of take-off until the moment
it comes to rest at the end of the flight.
Route flight — a flight from a departure
point to a destination along a route using
standard navigation procedures.

Proficiency check — a demonstration of
skill for the purpose of revalidation or

Revalidation (e.g., of a rating or licence)
— an administrative action taken during the
period of validity of a rating or licence,
which allows the holder to continue to
exercise associated privileges for a further
specified period.

Aeroplane — a power-driven heavier-than-
air aircraft, deriving its lift in flight chiefly
from aerodynamic reactions on surfaces
which remain fixed under given flight
conditions.

Relief co-pilot (cruise relief pilot) — a pilot
designated to act as co-pilot during the
cruise phase of a flight to relieve the
assigned co-pilot during a planned rest
period.

The term “flight time” — is synonymous
with the commonly used terms “block time”
or “chock-to-chock time,” measured from
the moment an aircraft first moves for the
purpose of take-off until it finally comes to
rest at the end of the flight.

1.5.4 The Senior Examiner is accountable to
the Head of the Personnel Licensing
Department (PEL) of the CAA KR.

1.5.5 When performing his/her functions, the
Senior Examiner shall demonstrate the
highest standards of professional conduct,
objectivity, and ethical compliance. Any
conflict of interest must be excluded. A
Senior Examiner may not conduct an
assessment of competence of examiners if this
creates an actual or potential conflict of
interest.
