Airworthiness of an aircraft is a
characteristic of the aircraft determined by
the principles envisaged and implemented
in its design and flight qualities, which
allows safe flight under the expected
conditions and with the established methods
of operation.

Key management personnel of the AMO

organization, the director of technical
services  (technical director),  the
compliance monitoring manager (quality
system manager), and the flight safety
manager.

Major Repair - Any repair to aircraft item

Working Documents Production -
Production and technical documents that
describe the Toi P work actually performed
on a particular aircraft, engine, propeller,
propeller carrier or component part and that
are signed by person theperforming or
accepting the work.

Registered operational data - Registered
data, by that can be used to determine the
current status of the component parts
limited life. This data shall record each
installation or decommissioning of a life-
limited component part, clearly identifying
the part, the date and location of installation
and removal, and the date, number of hours
or cycles (if applicable) at the time of
installation and removal.

1.1. The task of ensuring aircraft flight safety in
civil aviation stipulates certain requirements for
aircraft maintenance organizations, including
management personnel, which is one of the
most important elements of their certification.

1.2. The AMO must have competent designated
supervisors who are exempt from other duties
and employed on a full-time basis and who meet
the established qualifications.

1.3. Key management personnel are not
permitted to hold other positions concurrently.
